Mitigation

- Build snow shelters to include some ventilation at door and with air hole

- Monitor snow shelter construction for structural inegrity and do not allow if temperatures above freezing
- Check on shelters periodically throughout night, more often with heavy precipitation

- Students to sleep with whistles

- Students to have shovels with them inside shelters

Activity Hazard Likelihood | Consequence
Using fuel burning stoves Carbon monoxide poisoning 1 5
Mitigation

- No cookstoves inside snow shelters
- Students monitored for signs of CO poisoning (headache, nausea, vomiting, dizziness)

Any outdoor activity Wildlife encounter 1 3
Mitigation

- Students educated on how to react during encounters with wildlife and how to proactively minimize negative
encounters

- All excess food waste will be packed out; food will be stored appropriately

- At least one leader will have bear spray
